Reading matter

I have recently got round to reading Susanna Clarke’s Piranesi and :
this is another fascinating book. It consists of first-person journal § S(I:J E/?RNKI\{ZA
entries from someone whose world is The House — a succession of
halls, vestibules, staircases and passages, decorated with
numerous statues and subject to tidal flooding. It chronicles the
narrator’s exploration of this world and the happenings within it,
but our narrator is the only living person here — apart from their
occasional meetings with The Other. (Though there are some dead
people, whom the narrator regards as also being inhabitants of The
House.) The Other calls the narrator Piranesi, but “as far as I remember it is not
my name.”

The narrative raises questions immediately. If this is the narrator’s world how do
they know all these words that have no referent in The House? How do they know
that The Other is male? That he is 50-60 years old? That some of the bodies are
women? And others children? How/when did they learn to write? Or is the author
translating into English words that we would understand to refer to the narrator’s
concepts? My mind is boggled in a brilliant, enchanting way!

I was utterly captivated by the narrative as we learn about The House and what
the narrator considers important. But then things change and we are swept along
as ‘Piranesi’ discovers that all is what it seems. Sadly, I found the conclusion of the
story disappointing as what we — and ‘Piranesi’ — discover is ordinary. Mundane,
even. Though this is coming from someone who’s been steeped in fantasy and SF
for over 50 years — I suspect my idea of “ordinary”, in the context of a fantasy novel,
may not be how most people would see it. Or maybe it’s just in comparison to
Clarke’s marvellous first novel, Jonathan Strange and Mr Norrell.

Despite this, Piranesi is a wonderful, entertaining read. 'm guessing the title is a
clue to how we should see The House — as if it were depicted by Giovanni Battista
Piranesi. And one of the statues rang bells with me: a faun with his forefinger
pressed to his lips. Surely that’s Mr Tumnus from The Lion, the Witch and the
Wardrobe. 1 suspect more of the statues (woman carrying beehive? Two Kings
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playing chess?) are references to other stories/events/history. And there’s an
explicit reference to one of Colin Wilson’s novels that fascinated me as a youngster.
Have a look for yourself.

Note that
there are no day tickets and there’s more information at punchedcon.com

The following weekend, 19th-21st May, sees the return of HandyCon, but a change
of venue. The eighth HandyCon will be held at the Marriott Delta Hotel in Milton
Keynes. It’s essentially an open gaming event with a games library, demos, large
organised games, a bring & buy and so on. It’'s much praised by some of my gaming
friends, but it’s not an event I've attended.

Corrosion

An ever-present problem with the steam-powered iron engines
you build in this game is the way they corrode. You need to build
rust-proof machinery in nice shiny chrome. Which is tricky.

Regimental shuffling

accepted and buys his way to the rank of Major, taking command of a battalion.
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He is subordinate to Riche, however, as the Captain-as-was has just become
Lieutenant-Colonel.

In the King’s Musketeers, Zeold von Tu (who'’s actually in the Royal Foot Guards)
supports KM Captain Henri Tard’s request for the regiment’s Major to leave. The
Major brushes off Tu’s paltry influence.

Grand Duke Max’s don’t seem to notice Hatter’s departure — it’s just one less
Captain. Senior Major Tristand Sault spends his new loan buying the vacant Lt-
Colonel’s position, thus thwarting junior Major Alvin Charles, who was hoping to
leap-frog him into the rank. And Trooper Francois Ciseaux-Soiseau joins the officer
class as a Subaltern.

Charles Trenet’s death last month has left a hole at Major in the Royal Foot
Guards. Both Martin de Garnache and Pierre a’Noyer try to purchase the rank and
it’s the more senior Garnache who succeeds. This leaves a rather miffed a’Noyer,
as he’s borrowed heavily against his expected new rank. Similarly, Subalterns
Hector William Boone and Zeold von Tu vie for the Captain’s slot vacated by
Garnache. Tu is the more senior and gets the rank.
